The European Music Office is proud to present the Diversidad project at Italia Wave Love Festival, July 21, 2010

Diversidad is an ambitious three-year European project dedicated to urban cultures, coordinated by the European Music Office with the support of the European Commission – General Direction for Education and Culture. 

The European Music Office launched the Diversidad project in 2008 in the framework of the European Year of Intercultural Dialogue. This unique European urban experience led to the recording of a single which has been downloaded 25,000 times so far (www.myspace.com/diversidadexperience). In the wake of this great popular success, the European Commission gave its support to a second edition of Diversidad, placing cultural diversity at the core of a three-year, Europe-wide project.
This new edition of Diversidad includes a European tour, a digital platform, a documentary, an urban art exhibition, and a collective album gathering twenty rappers, beatmakers and DJ’s. This one of a kind experience is a unique opportunity to bring together the cream of Europe’s urban scene. The Diversidad album was recorded in only ten days in March 2010, and the first single will be released on June 21 (www.diversidad-experience.com).
Italia Wave Love Festival, partner of this project, will host a live showcase on July 21 in Livorno (Tuscany). Five members of the talented group of Diversidad artists will hit the Psycho Stage, Rotonda d’Ardenza (free entrance) to perform an exclusive show. The gig will gather the following artists: Co’Sang (Italy), La Melodia (Netherlands), Marcus Price (Sweden), Orelsan (France), Cookin Soul (Spain). This concert will be the opportunity to listen to the best European productions of urban music and to witness a demonstration of Europe’s flourishing cultural diversity beyond linguistic barriers.
Besides Italia Wave, Diversidad will hit “Cultura Urbana” (Spain), “Hip Hop Connection” (Austria), “Summer Festival at KulturArena” (Germany) and “Eurosonic” (Netherlands) between 2010 and 2011.

 “Diversidad can be defined as a pioneer project which aim is to go beyond linguistic barriers and to foster intercultural dialogue between artists from different generations and different countries. Connecting many languages in one song or one show mustn’t be an obstacle; it is an incentive to reach higher” (Laurence Touitou, Diversidad Director).

“We need to make sure that the people in Europe are talking to each other, are working with each other, understand each other, live together, in peace and mutual understanding. That is the essence of intercultural dialogue. The Diversidad project shows that by doing rap you can be recognized; you can find your way. The European Commission supports all forms of art, including urban art, in order for people to become integral parts of society” (Vladmir Sucha, European Commission).
